The Conference on Security and Co-operamoEurope, which met in
Helsinki in 1973-75, produced the Helsinki FinaltAThe European Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamentaldémas, which first met in 1950,
produced the International Covenant on Civil andtieal Rights and the European
Social Charter; the Ninth Pan-American Conferenic&9238 adopted the American
Declaration on the Rights and Duties of Man; arel@rganization of African Unity
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in 1981 adopted the African Charter on Human arapies' Rights. There are also a
number of private groups involved in human-righdga@cacy. One of the best-known
international human rights agencies is Amnestyriatonal (founded in 1961).

This
document guarantees such rights as personal seceguality before the law, fair
trial, freedom of religion, freedom of opinion amapression, peaceful assembly,
right to marry, participation in public affairs arglections, and minority rights.
Propaganda of war is prohibited. The right to sigw@and privacy of person is very
important too. The document insures fundamentakioens for all without distinction
as to race, sex, language, or religion.

- Do people have any social guarantees?

- Yes. Certainly we have such guarantees. Sociatagiees of people are set
forth in the Covenant on Economic, Social and Qaltlife. This document deals
with the right to work, the conditions of work, d& unions, social security,
protection of the family, standards of living aneaklh, education and cultural life.
The European Commission of Human Rights and thegaan Court of Human
Rights provided the most effective means for thpl@mentation of the protection of
human rights.
