- International concern for human rights has beedeat outside of the United
Nations. The Conference on Security and Co-operatioEurope, which met in
Helsinki in 1973-75, produced the Helsinki FinaltAthe European Convention
for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamdftaédoms, which first met in
1950, produced the International Covenant on Giwdl Political Rights and the
European Social Charter; the Ninth Pan-Americanf€@ence of 1948 adopted the
American Declaration on the Rights and Duties ohnMand the Organization of
African Unity in 1981 adopted the African Charter duman and Peoples' Rights.
There are also a number of private groups invoiadtiman-rights advocacy. One
of the best-known international human rights agends Amnesty International
(founded in 1961). This organization is responsiblebroad casting violations of
human rights, especially freedoms of speech amgioreland the right of political
dissent.

- What are the basic human rights?

- The right to life and liberty are the basic hunmayts. They are proclaimed
in the Covenant on Civil and Political rights amsl optional protocol. One of the
most vital rights granted in this Covenant is thght of people to self-
determination. This document guarantees such ragh{sersonal security, equality
before the law, fair trial, freedom of religioneédom of opinion and expression,
peaceful assembly, right to marry, participatiopublic affairs and elections, and



minority rights. Propaganda of war is prohibitetheTright to security and privacy
of person is very important too. The document iasdundamental freedoms for
all without distinction as to race, sex, languageeligion.

- Do people have any social guarantees?

- Yes. Certainly we have such guarantees. Socealagees of people are set
forth in the Covenant on Economic, Social and Caltlife. This document deals
with the right to work, the conditions of work, de unions, social security,
protection of the family, standards of living anehlth, education and cultural life.
The European Commission of Human Rights and thegaan Court of Human
Rights provided the most effective means for thpl@mentation of the protection
of human rights. The efforts of government in thiea should be guided by these
two Covenants.

Federal Bureau of Investigation,
United States Department of Justice

The FBI handles over 180 different investigatiorduding Federal criminal
violations, internal security matters and civil imges in which the Government
hasan interest.

Since 1945, over 95 percent of the cases invéstgly its agents which
came before the courts have resulted in convictions.

Special Investigation Division

Organized crime isa lawless empire involved in gambling, narcotics,
prostitution, extortion, etc. where easymay can be made. For years organized
crime operated behind nearly impenetrable wall builon fear, intimidation,
bribery, and force.

Often some of the most valuable leads alh investigation result from
information already contained in the files of lamf@cement agencies.

A teletype network provides constant twenty-fourthoontact btween FBI
headquarters and all Field Divisions. In additidche Bl has a network,
completely independent of commercial facilities.

Crime Records Division

The personnel of the Crime Records Department hastask of carefully
studying the information crime poured into the Head-quarters from the $BI'
field officer, local police agencies and other sources.

Training Divisi on

All FBI Agents are trained at facilities in WashingtonCD and at the Bl
Academy in Quantico, Virginia. Today, the new Agerdgceive fourteen weeks of
instruction. Two week retraining courses are heddiqalically for all Agents.
Although the theory of the various Law enforcemaris and sciences is taught,
the greater emphasis is placad those practical skills and techniques demanded
by day-to-day investigations.
